2010 Principles & Practice of Engineering Examination and 


provided materials in advance of the meeting which were 


distributed to Board members in advance of this meeting.  He 

had previously received a letter from Mr. Cox indicating he 


could no longer sit for any exam in Kentucky due to his 


behavior at the April 2010 test site where a security guard had 

to ask him to leave, and ultimately local police were called to 

remove him from the property.


Following discussions, Mr. Sutherland moved to rescind the 

Board’s previous approval for Mr. Ghobrail to sit for the 


Principles & Practice of Engineering examination because he is 

not of good moral character as required by KRS 322.050 due to 

his behavior at the April 2010 exam site, and his false 


statements made at the exam site and in subsequent 


correspondence.  However, if he were to become licensed in 

another state and applied for licensure in Kentucky via 


reciprocity, this matter would be reconsidered.  Motion carried 

with Mr. Russell abstaining.

James Hilliard – Mr James Hilliard had previously applied to sit 

for the Principles & Practice of Engineering Examination, which 

application had been denied by the Board, primarily due to 

questions about the sufficiency of Mr Hilliard’s claimed work 

experience following graduation from his undergraduate 


program at the University of Louisville. 


Mr Hilliard had appeared at the meeting of the Board on July 

16, 2010 to discuss that denial and at the conclusion of that 

meeting, the Board voted to require Mr. Hilliard to submit a new 

complete application, which requirement was reiterated to Mr 

Hilliard in a letter dated July 16, 2010 from Mr. David Cox, 


Executive Director of the Board.



Mr. Hilliard failed to submit the new application required by the 

Board, but did appear in person with his attorney, Tom 


Marshall, to further address the Board’s interpretation of the 

requirements set out in 201 KAR 18:072 regarding experience, 

and the application of those requirements to Mr. Hilliard’s 


specific situation. 



After discussion of the interpretation of “graduation date”, Mr. 

Sutherland moved that for the purposes 
of complying with 201 

KAR 18:072, we continue to interpret “graduation date” as the 

graduation date shown on the transcript from the college or 

university where the applicant obtained his qualifying degree.  

Motion carried with Mr. Smith and Chair Wilhelm abstaining.



After discussion of pre-graduation experience credit, Mr. 


Sutherland moved that the Board follow the plain language of 

the regulation by requiring that only experience obtained 


following graduation be considered, since that is the existing 

regulation and we are required to follow its requirements.  


Motion carried with Mr. Smith and Chair Wilhelm abstaining.


After discussion of experience, the Board again asked that Mr. 

Hilliard provide an updated, complete application as required by 

their July 16, 2010 action.  That application can include the 

request to count the portion of time spent in the master’s 


program (approximately mid-September 2005 through mid-

December 
2005; 3 months) where he did not receive 


experience credit.


After discussion, Mr. Sutherland moved to table a decision on 

reconsideration of Mr. Hilliard’s work experience credit until 

such time as the Board 
receives the updated application.  


Motion carried with Mr. Smith and Chair Wilhelm abstaining.
